LIFE AT CONCEPTION ACT
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 No state shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge 
 the privileges or immunities of citizens of the United States; 
 nor shall any state deprive any person of life, liberty, 
 or property, without due process of law; nor deny to any 
 person within its jurisdiction the equal protection 
 of the laws.     14th Amendment, U.S. Constitution
There is legislation in Congress which was introduced on January 24, 2017 (S.231) entitled the "Life at Conception Act".  There's a related bill in the House of Representatives (H.R.681).  Representative Alexander Mooney (R-WV) made these opening remarks to Congress on January 24, 2017:  

I am honored to be the lead sponsor of the Life at Conception Act, which simply defines human life as beginning at the moment of conception. As a result, unborn babies are entitled to legal protection under the Constitution. We had a record number of original cosponsors this past Congress, and I pray this bill will pass Congress swiftly. I believe that we have a moral obligation to protect the unborn at every stage of development...      
In 1973 in the Roe v. Wade decision… the Supreme Court asserted that, because the beginning of life is not legally defined by Congress, it is up for interpretation by the court. The Life at Conception Act simply fills that gap and defines that human life begins at the moment of conception… 
Last year, the Life at Conception Act had 146 cosponsors in the U.S. House of Representatives... By legislatively defining life as beginning at the moment of conception, the Life at Conception Act provides all human life with the protection of the 14th  Amendment to the United States Constitution, which protects "life, liberty and property."

Thanks to advances in technology, we are now able to see the developing fetus in its earliest stages via 3D ultrasound.  If this technology had been available in 1974, do you think there would have been any doubt as to the humanity of the infant in the womb?   
If we all contact our Congress Representatives and spread the word to everyone we know encouraging them to do the same, we CAN make the Life at Conception Act a reality!  
And wouldn't it be wonderful for this historic event to coincide with the 100th anniversary of Our Lady of Fatima?  She appeared at Fatima on May 13, 1917, and on the 13th of each month through October. Let us honor Our Lady of Fatima on this 100th anniversary and bring joy to her heart... by restoring the value of each human life from the point of conception... may this be a step toward the conversion of sinners and the salvation of lost souls.
